Orthodox Christian Mission Center (OCMC), funds will be designated for assisting mission work in Albania.  
Our own Holy Trinity Nursing Home which has cared for dozens of our elderly parishioners.  The Friendly 
House, which has assisted hundreds of immigrant families who have moved to Worcester as well as help-
ing the homeless on a daily basis.  This will be accomplished by having a basket available for donations 
at the candle stand weekly.  Each week we will alternate the charity that the proceeds from this basket 
will go to.  The first week, all of the proceeds will go to the OCMC.  Then the following week the pro-
ceeds will go to Holy Trinity and on the third week the proceeds will go to Friendly House.  This pattern 
will be repeated at the candle stand throughout the rest of the 2010.  We know times are tough for many 
of our people, but even a small, $1 weekly donation by each of our parishioners will slowly begin to add 
up over time.  All these worthy charities need our help as much as St. Mary’s does; we truly understand 
that the Church has financial needs too, but in order for us to grow spiritually as a Community we need 
to be a catalyst for good works here at St. Mary’s, so we decided to begin our work here at home in 
Worcester as well as in Albania the home of many of our ancestors.  Thank you and God bless you for 
your generosity.

THE EPISTLE 
(For Fifth Sunday after Pentecost) 

How great are Thy works, O Lord! In wisdom hast Thou made them all. 

Bless the Lord, O my soul. 

The Reading from the Epistle of St. Paul to the Romans. (10:1-10) 
Brethren, my heart’s desire and prayer to God for Israel is that it may be saved. I 

bear them witness that they have a zeal for God, but it is not enlightened. For, being igno-

rant of the righteousness that comes from God, and seeking to establish their own, they did 

not submit to God’s righteousness. For Christ is the end of the law, that everyone who has 

faith may be justified. Moses writes that the man who practices the righteousness which is 

based on the law shall live by it. But the righteousness based on faith says: Do not say in 

your heart, “Who will ascend into Heaven?” (that is, to bring Christ down) or “Who will 

descend into the abyss?” (that is, to bring Christ up from the dead). But what does it say? 

The word is near you, on your lips and in your heart (that is, the word of faith which we 

preach); because, if you confess with your lips that Jesus is Lord and believe in your heart 

that God raised Him from the dead, you will be saved. For man believes with his heart and 

so is justified, and he confesses with his lips and so is saved.  

 

 

 THE GOSPEL 
(For Fifth Sunday of Matthew) 

The Reading from the Holy Gospel according to St. Matthew. (8:28-9:1) 
At that time, when Jesus came to the country of the Gergesenes, two demoniacs met 

Him, coming out of the tombs, so fierce that no one could pass that way.  And behold, they 

cried out, “What have we to do to Thee, O Son of God?  Art Thou come here to torment us 

before the time?”  Now a herd of many swine was feeding at some distance from them.  

And the demons begged Him, “If Thou cast us out, send us away into the herd of swine.”  

And He said to them, “Go.”  So they came out and went into the swine; and behold, the 

whole herd rushed down the steep bank into the sea, and perished in the waters.  The herds-

men fled, and going into the city they told everything, and what had happened to the demo-

niacs.  And behold, all the city came out to meet Jesus; and when they saw Him, they 

begged Him to leave their neighborhood.  And getting into a boat He crossed over and came 

to His own city.
