All these worthy charities need our help as much as St. Mary’s does; we truly understand
that the Church has financial needs too, but in order for us to grow spiritually as a Community we need
to be a catalyst for good works here at St. Mary’s, so we decided to begin our work here at home in
Worcester as well as in Albania the home of many of our ancestors.
